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Lesson 6 – The GENIUS of Jesus 
 

The genius of Jesus reveals itself on the canvas of the human 

spirit. WE become the manifestation, the proof, of the genius of Jesus.  

 

Jesus came to unlock and awaken the genius that he has placed within us all. 

 

Is the genius of Jesus available to me? 

 

Romans 12:2  

And be not conformed to this world: but be ye transformed by the renewing of your mind, that ye 

may prove what is that good, and acceptable, and perfect, will of God. 

 

It’s only when you allow your mind to be transformed by God that you are finally free to be 

uniquely who you are!  

 

Colossians 3:1-2 

 If ye then be risen with Christ, seek those things which are above, where Christ sitteth on the 

right hand of God. 
2 Set your affection on things above, not on things on the earth. 

 

Stop living at this earthly frequency, because you’ve been raised up with Christ, so now you 

need to think at a different level. 

 

I Corinthians 2:16 
 For who hath known the mind of the Lord, that he may instruct him? But we have the mind of 

Christ. 

 

Jesus didn’t die so that you would sin less. He died so that his genius could be erupted in your 

life! And you could live life fully. 

 

The genius of Jesus is miracles. 37 recorded miracles in the gospel. 

The genius of Jesus is storytelling. Most of the parables are less than 250 words - hear them 

once and you’ll remember them forever.  

The genius of Jesus is rewriting the rules. He touched the lepers, he ate with sinners, and he 

celebrated Samaritans. 

The genius of Jesus is simplicity. 1,613 old covenant commands and Jesus breaks it all down 

with one great commandment.  

The genius of Jesus is spotting potential. None of the disciples were first round draft picks and 

Jesus turns them into world changers!  

The genius of Jesus was grace and truth. Grace means I will forgive you no matter what, truth 

means I’ll be honest with you no matter what.  
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3 MAJOR GENIUSES OF JESUS: 

 

The Genius of Jesus is Prayer. 

 

Luke 11:1  

“And it came to pass, that, as he was praying in a certain place, when he ceased, one of his 

disciples said unto him, Lord, teach us to pray, as John also taught his disciples.” 

 

Prayer is the difference between the best we can do and the best God can do. Prayer is the 

difference between us fighting for God and God fighting for us. Prayer is the way we write 

history before it happens. Prayer is how we get the God ideas that we need because we need to 

bring some supernatural solutions to the table. We need to pray like it depends on God and work 

like it depends on us and miracles are going to happen in the process!  

 

The Genius of Jesus is the Church.  

 

Matthew 16:18 

And I say also unto thee, That thou art Peter, and upon this rock I will build my church; and the 

gates of hell shall not prevail against it. 

 

The church is wherever you go, whatever you do.  

 

WE are the genius of Jesus! It is multi-colored and multi-cultured. Our passions and gifts are 

different, but when we rally around each other we are going to make a difference in Conroe! 

 

The Genius of Jesus is the Cross.  

 

Hebrew 12:2 

Looking unto Jesus the author and finisher of our faith; who for the joy that was set before him 

endured the cross, despising the shame, and is set down at the right hand of the throne of God. 

 

There was no more painful death, no more shameful death than the cross. The Genius of Jesus is 

he turns this symbol of death and shame into a symbol of life that people wear around their 

necks! 

 

He who had no sin, became sin for us so that we might become the righteousness of Christ! You 

mean the cross to Jesus! He loved you enough to go to the cross.
